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Return to Play Summary 

· Sport NI have updated a 3 Steps Plan for the ‘Return to Sport’ framework
· Sport NI’s framework states Basketball is considered a contact sport (High bracket -Lower Risk)

· Indoor Basketball facilities are now available to be used in the form of Leisure

· Centres however each facility functions on their own terms

· Make sure the indoor area you are playing in is well ventilated

· BNI Notes that most clubs play is within School Gyms that access will be determined by the school following government guidelines

· BNI advise clubs to identify Outdoor facilities in their local area

· Training/Basketball Practice is now permitted at grass roots and senior level

· All Contact Tracing and Hygiene Protocols are to be adhered to as per government direction

· All personnel and players to be defined on club register

· A maximum of 24 players indoor at any one time (The amount needed for 5v5 basketball game - This number includes attendance for Basketball Camps indoors)

· All sessions are to have individual Risk Assessments

· Skill drills & tactical drills are to be carefully planned to reduce contact time (15 Mins maximum contact time at our current stage)

· All equipment should be sanitised before and after use

· Before and After practice prevent congregations of people

· Guidance on travel at this stage is no car sharing unless from same household.

· Retain records of participants attending practice and timeframe for a period of 21 Days

· All players and coaches to continue safe social distancing outside of practice and avoid group congregations after practice

· Once all have returned home change & wash clothing and shower immediately

· Clubs traveling from ROI into NI to adhere to BNI RTP following NI Executive Guidelines (Home team club to advise visiting team) and NI

· Clubs visiting ROI to adhere to Basketball Ireland RTP directives.

Club COVID Compliance Officers
The role of the COVID compliance officer is to 
· Prior to training, check and record who has signed the health declaration and can attend training

· Inform the coach of the number of players to be expected at each session 

· Remind players to remain in their cars before the session and only to enter the PEC at the direct time. No congregation at the front of the PEC
· Supervising the entry and exit of teams from a session and that all rules in the club protocol and requested by the PEC are adhered to during this process.

· Ensure all surfaces, basketballs and equipment are wiped down before and after each practice session with the appropriate anti-bacterial disinfectant wipes or soap, particularly those frequently touched – this includes high touch areas as well as all equipment including cones and balls

· Ensure players and coaches wash their hands or use hand sanitiser immediately before and after practice and during scheduled breaks

· Oversee players not sharing drink bottles and players having their won bottle which is clearly label with their name/ Clip boards, whistles and pens are not shared by coaches
· Ensure that the rules provided by BNI are adhered to throughout the session

· Act as a point of contact for each team to address any queries related to COVID issues.
